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Adding just inches of depth
helped convert a hall closetin a
suburban Minneapolis home into
a jewel of a powder room.

“The homeowners sought a
memorable, glamorous powder
room while staying within the
context of the 1920s-built
home,” interior designer Carol
Belz says. “You actually have a
‘wow’ sensation by just walking
into such a small space and
seeing that every square inch is
so thoughtfully produced.”

QOverlapping mirrors and
crystal detailing provide sparkle.
A long, shallow vanity is graced
with a marble top, oval sink,
wall-mount faucet, and curved
front. It’s open below to save
space, adding dressing-table
elegance. “The vanity extends
the length of the room, helping
the space feel bigger,” architect
Jean Rehkamp Larson says.
